Prior to the official treasurer’s report, group was informed that the MPA did not in fact have the “Tax Exempt” status through the IRS (just a tax exempt designation within First Interstate Bank. Discussion regarding need to pay back taxes, etc. for not filing a 990-PF in previous years. Group notified that this is not necessary unless net income totals more than $50,000 so does not apply to the MPA. Request from Treasurer to hire a CPA annually to complete the 990-PF.
